bathroom where the flyer hung she memo-

rized our telephone number.  She would not 
take a copy of the telephone number for fear 

that her abuser would question her about it, 
so she just memorized it. She knew in her 

heart that there would be a day when she 
would need it.  Well that day did come.   

 

I hope the volunteers who spend their time 
putting up flyers are reminded of how im-

portant they are.  And for all our volunteers, 
however big or small their tasks, every pair 

of hands are contributing to our ability to 
reach out to women in need.

Recently my husband called from work and asked if I was sitting 
down, which never sounds good. He proceeded to tell me the com-

BSF BIBLE STUDY é...Jesusõ Humanity 

 
 I recently attended an in depth study of the Book of John sponsored by Bible 

Study Fellowship (BSF). There were many things about the study that were 

amazing, but what impressed me most was the new insight I have learned 

concerning the humanity of Jesus.   

 

He demonstrated many human emotions throughout this book, but for me His 
human nature was especially evident during the time he was saying goodbye 

to his disciples. I believe this caused him to experience great sadness. It was 
more than just the sadness of saying goodbye to friends that He would not 

see for a long time. Jesus was returning to heaven and leaving the disciples 

to continue His work here one earth.  In a short time, He would be returning 
to paradise to His Father, to a place the beauty of which we cannot even  
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imagine.  He knew the pain and suffering and even death they 
would experience, and the opposition they would be confronting, 

They would be continuing the same mission that He was going to be 
crucified for. He was thinking about what lay ahead of them over 

the next 30, 40, 50 years or more. As he looked at their bewil-
dered faces, I believe  

 

His sadness turned to deep compassion.  He tries to comfort 
them. He says, "Don't let your hearts be troubled...  I will prepare a 

place for you."  You could almost hear how earnestly he is speak-
ing.  

 
Judging by the looks on their faces, Jesus sees that they really 

couldn't comprehend what he was talking about. They didn't realize 
the tough road they was ahead of them, nor could they understand 

where Jesus was going. Nothing He said to them could remove the 
bewildered look on their faces.  

 
As Jesus realized His words were not giving them the comfort they 

needed, I believe he became frustrated.  Nothing He was saying 

was removing their confusion, sadness and bewilderment.  
 

The next thing He said to them also did not help to bring about their 

understanding.  However, I believe it brought comfort to Jesus. 
 

He said, "I  will send you the Holy Spirit."  

 
He knew that once they had the power of the Holy Spirit they would 

no longer lack understanding or courage. They would have the 
passion to finish His mission, the knowledge, the love for the Fa-

ther, the love for the lost,, the faith and the hope.  
 

I believe Jesus took great comfort knowing this. They may not 

understand now, but in a short time they would. They would no 
longer be alone. He told them that the Father will send the Coun-

selor in His name, and that He will teach them all things and re-
mind them of everything He has said to them. I believe Jesus was 

comforted at that moment knowing they would not be alone. 
 

This same Holy Spirit that John, and Peter and the rest of the dis-
ciples had with them is the same Holy Spirit we as believers ex-

perience every day.  The same Holy Spirit where we get our com-

fort to sometimes just get through the difficult days, and who 
equips us to carry out our missions however big or small if we 

turn to Him. 
 

It is a comfort  to know that Jesus experienced all of our human 
emotions and that He can relate to our suffering.
